CURRENT GRANT PROJECTS TARGETING THE SHIRLEY STREET AREA

Over the past five years the Grants/Procurement Office has undertaken a program to upgrade and enhance the Shirley Street area of Winthrop.  This is an area bounded on one side by Boston Harbor and the other by Winthrop Beach.  In between is a densely populated neighborhood of homes and small businesses.  Through the community planning process, the needs of this area were brought to the focus and are being addressed.  The following are some of the initiatives underway to improve the Shirley Street area.

MASSPIKE TOURISM GRANT   

$55,000 

Funding to complete a conceptual plan for Phase 1 of the proposed “HarborWalk” from the multi-use pier site to Lewis Lake and including Daw Playground.  The design firms of Pressley Associates and Parsons Brinkerhoff  have been engaged as consultants.  Scope includes the development of a conceptual design for a seaside walkway starting at the Town Landing and continuing down Shirley St., ending at Lewis Lake.  The plan includes the transformation of the remains of the old railroad  trestle located behind the Town parking lot at Delby’s Corner into a viewing site and the reconstruction of a new playground at Lewis Lake as well as a footpath around the lake and improvements to the foot bridge and the hydraulic gate system.  The Grants/Procurement Office has met with the owners of the commercial area at Crystal Cove that is now being considered for mixed use re-development and is working with that group on waterside public access.  

The HarborWalk is part of a multi-phase walking concept that could eventually wrap around the entire town; connecting with the beaches, Belle Isle Reservation, public water access points and public stairs.  The concept would include streetscape, pathway and water access improvements, signage, and historical plaques to denote the different area of interest.  Winthrop’s small size and unique physical shape lend itself perfectly to this idea, and we hope that the successful completion of Phase 1 of the HarborWalk will lead to grant opportunities to plan and fund the next phases.

MASSPIKE TOURISM GRANT  – RESTORATION OF GREENHILL PATHWAY

Green Hill Pathway is the set of public stairs leading up and over Cottage Hill.  Funding provided for the restoration and reconstruction of the stairways and railings.

Funding for Phase 1 - Construction of a multi-use pier at the Town landing. Target completion date: early October 2007.  Phase 2 will include a building that will house the harbormaster’s office and waiting room for waterside services as well as parking lot and landscape improvements and site amenities.  

DEPARTMENT OF CONSERVATION AND RECREATION – GRANDVIEW AVE. SEAWALL REPAIR

Funding to repair broken sections of the Grandview Ave. seawall in Point Shirley completed July of 2007.
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
